· No entering another racers pit area unless invited.

· No (fighting, pushing, or damaging a fellow racer or their equipment).
Any infractions of these Young Guns conduct guidelines may result in a disqualification (DQ’d) for the entire Young Guns racing event that day. If a race team (parent, driver, or crewmember) is disqualified (DQ’d) from two Young Guns events for conduct violations the team may be barred from the rest of the Young Guns races. Any disqualifications will result in a loss of points earned racing that day; you will still receive the twenty appearance points. If disqualified from a racing event that race cannot be used as a dropped race at the end of the year when totaling points. This also applies to a TECH disqualification.
